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Requirements for student exchange

1. One year of studies must be completed wistarting the study period abroad

2. Normal progress in studies.

3. The period of exchange should follow treeommendations of the degrggrogramme

4.  The exchange period cannot prolong the study period. It is not a valid reason to apply for prolonged study
time. The chosen courses at the host institution should be relef@rthe curricula at Arcada. The studies
should progress at the same pace as is required at Arcada.

5.  Fulfill the language requirements of the host institution
