Det lonar sig att forsdka hitta
motsvarande/ersattande kurser for de inriktningsstudier du gar miste om vid Arcada oberoende om du
véljer att 4ka pé utbyte under hosten eller varen.

Olika séatt att bygga upp sin studieplan (Learning Agreement) infor utbytet:
1) inriktning 10 sp + 20 sp utvecklingsstudier (om du aker pa varen)
2) inriktning 20 sp + 10 sp utvecklingsstudier (om du aker pa hosten)

3) alla kurser raknas som utvecklingsstudier (notera att du dd maste avlagga de missade
inriktningsstudierna da du kommer tillbaka)

4) kurserna bildar en internationell modul 8 30 sp (far inte innehalla sprakkurser, endast amneskurser
ar tilldtna) och ersatter saledes den breddade inriktningen.

International Business
We strongly recommend students to go abroad in spring during their second year.

Why? The curriculum is built in the following way: You complete 20 cr track studies during autumn
and 10 cr track studies during spring. The recommended period of study for exchange studies is
therefore spring since you miss less track studies (only 10 cr). Try to find similar courses to those you
miss at Arcada. This is a good rule to remember whenever you go, fall or spring.

There are several ways to build up a study plan (Learning Agreement) for your exchange:
1) track studies 10 cr + development studies 20 cr (if you go during spring)
2) track studies 20 cr + development studies 10 cr (if you go during autumn)

3) all courses will be counted as development studies (please note that you have to complete the
track studies when you return)

4) The courses will be included in something called an international module worth 30 cr (cannot
contain language courses, only subject courses are allowed) and will replace the extended track.
